Hymns . . . and their background stories 

To know something of the story behind 
a hymn and why it was composed does 
help concentration when it is sung. 
There is plenty of information about  
authors of hymns and composers of  
music for hymns, particularly on the 
internet. 

Most Christians have a favourite hymn 
(or two). One of mine dates back to the 
mid-17th century. 

.ŜŦƻǊŜ ǘƘŜ Ψол ȅŜŀǊǎ ǿŀǊΩ ƛƴ 9ǳǊƻǇŜ 
ended in 1648, the little town of 
Eilenburg 20km from Leipzig in 
Germany, had been sacked once by the 
Austrians and twice by the Swedes. 

In the resulting 
hardship and famine 
the plague struck 
the town four times. 
Only one minister, 
Martin Rinkart 
survived and in 1637 
he buried 4480 
persons who had 
died of the plague 
sweeping through 

the town. One of the 
persons was his dear wife. 

Martin Rinkart was a faithful and caring 
pastor, tending to the sick and hungry. 

Through the grief and bloodshed he 
looked to his Saviour and was able to 
thank God for the many blessings he 
still had. 

In the midst of this suffering he penned

The tune by Johann 
Crüger, was 

introduced with the text in 1644 while 
the war still raged. The harmony by 
Felix Mendelssohn came later. 

We can thank God even during the 
most trying times. We can know God is

Deb Bushell kindly passed this 
book to me after she had 
enjoyed this true story. Thank 
you Deb. Mitch Albom has a 
lovely way to engage the 
reader to join with him on 
this journey of friendship and 
faith discovery. 
  
Asked to present the eulogy 
of his Rabbi, Albert Lewis, a 
wonderful man of quiet faith, 
Mitch sets about to find more 
of this man who was his 
teacher. He had a sense of his spiritualism 
or did he? Living in a different state of the 
USA, it meant flying in for a visit with his 
parents as well as the Rabbi who he called 
Reb. 
  
Interwoven, between the chapters are some 
gems from the Reb's sermons, that give 
insight to the wisdom coming from this 
gentle man of strong faith. 
  
Also, we meet Henry Covington, whose life 
story is like a violent movie, until he finds 

Jesus and commits his life to 
championing the poor and the 
beaten street people. Another 
man of great faith but from a 
different journey with a 
gentleness to learn from. 
  
As the story unfolds the Rabbi 
and the Christian lead the 
writer on a journey of growing 
f a i t h  and  a t t i t u de s 
readdressed. There is the 
profound comfort of believing 
in something far bigger than 

yourself and revaluating your own thoughts 
and beliefs. 
  
Mitch Albom's eulogy for his Rabbi, Reb, 
brought me to tears and I hope that does 
not put you off reading this wonderful book. 
3 men, 2 faiths, 2 communities and inspired 
faith.
